Significant Economic Trends between India & the four German States 

under the jurisdiction of Consulate General of India Frankfurt 
 

The growth trend for the overall trade between India and Germany for the month of May 2018 remained 

comparable to the figures in previous month of April. The Bilateral Trade between India and the four States 

falling under the jurisdiction of this Post witnessed an overall rise by 3.19 % in the period of Jan-May 2018 

(Ƨ 3,014.18 million) as compared to Jan-May 2017 (Ƨ 2,920.90 million). 

 

The total bilateral trade between North Rhine-Westphalia and India in Jan-May 2018 witnessed an increase by 

1.67% in comparison to the same period in 2017 and was Ƨ 1977.77 million; the total bilateral trade between 

Hesse and India experienced a slight decrease by -1.14 % and was Ƨ 530-16 million; the total bilateral trade 

between Rhineland-Palatinate and India increased by 8.49% and was Ƨ 402.39 million; & the total bilateral 

trade between Saarland and India, witnessed a healthy increase by 51.85% and was Ƨ 103.86 million. The 

State of North Rhine Westphalia accounted for 23.51% of the total trade between India and Germany. 

  

The total volume of trade between the two countries stood at Ƨ 8413.95 mn in Jan-May 2018 as compared to 

Ƨ 8,074.43 mn in Jan-May 2017. The overall trade increased by 4.2% during this period. Indian exports to 

Germany during this time increased by 3.31 % whilst Indian imports from Germany experienced an increase 

by 4.94%. The four states falling under the jurisdiction of CGI accounted for 35.82% of the total trade 

between India and Germany in Jan-May 2018.

¶ Merger with Thyssenkrupp a major milestone for Tata Steel: The final deal says that in the event of an IPO of 

Thyssenkrupp Tata Steel BV, the German firm will receive a higher share of the proceeds, that is, a 55/45 split in favour 

of Thyssenkrupp. Thyssenkrupp Tata Steel BV is expected to have ú17 billion in sales and joint labour force of 48,000 

workers. It will be the second largest steel firm in Europe in the flat steel market after ArcelorMittal. Both companies 

have stated that the JV will help achieve annual synergies of ú400-500 million, through joint purchasing including 

logistics services, higher equipment utilization and reduced administrative expense. 

 

¶ HIL board approves acquisition of German firm through arm: Building materials firm HIL Ltd (formerly 

Hyderabad Industries Ltd) will be acquiring Parador Holdings GmbH, Coesfeld Germany. The enterprise value of 

Parador Holdings GmbH is Rs 687.2 crore. The board of directors of the Hyderabad-based HIL has approved the 

transactions, the company informed the Bombay Stock Exchange. As part the transaction, 100 per cent stake i.e 100,000 

shares of a face value of Euro 1 each in Parador Holdings will be acquired from the existing shareholders through HILôs 

wholly-owned subsidiary, proposed to be incorporated as HIL International GmbH, Germany, it added. Parador is 

manufacturer of a range of products for designing floors and walls. 

 

¶ Thyssenkrupp bags USD 115 million contract for power projects in Uttar Pradesh: Thyssenkrupp bagged a 

contract worth around USD 115 million from Doosan Power Systems India (DPSI) to supply material handling plants 

for two thermal power projects in Uttar Pradesh. "Thyssenkrupp recently won a contract from Doosan Power Systems 

India (DPSI)....The order is worth a total of around USD 115 million and includes engineering, delivery and installation 

of two complete coal handling systems, including associated structural and electrical works," the company said in a 

statement.

While political tensions in Germany, have seemingly eased, escalating trade tensions with the U.S. could weaken the 

external sector. Despite this risk, the economy is expected to grow resiliently this year and next, shouldered by domestic 

demand. Strong above-inflation pay rises should spur private consumption, which ought receive a further boost next year 

with the increase in the minimum wageðif ratified by the government. Despite more positive economic data towards the 

end of the second quarter, in July business sentiment continued to ease, with the Ifo Business Climate Index decreasing 

slightly to 101.7 points from 101.8 points in June. The drop reflected a scaling back of firmsô business expectations, while 

businesses were slightly more optimistic about the current state of the economy. Although the sentiment indicator remained 

above the 100-point mark separating optimism from pessimism in the private sector, Julyôs figure recorded the lowest print 

since March 2017. 

 

Sectoral data showed a mixed result: Manufacturers were less upbeat in July on the back of a deterioration in their 

assessment of the current business situation. As a result, the overall index reading for the manufacturing sector dropped for 

the sixth consecutive month, although business expectations remained slightly optimistic. Sentiment levels in the trade 

sector also fell, as firms were more optimistic about the current situation but more pessimistic about the business outlook in 

the six months ahead. Conversely, confidence among firms in the services and construction sectors rose. Stronger demand 

resulted in services firms assessing both the current and the future business situation in a more favorable light. Sentiment hit 

a new record high in the construction sector, as businessesô outlook on the current business situation and future expectations 

improved. FocusEconomics Consensus Forecast panelists expect gross fixed investment to expand 3.8% in 2018, which is 

up 0.1 percentage points from last monthôs forecast. In 2019, the panel sees investment growth moderating to 3.1%.
